Any
additional information accompanying the certificate application must be identified with the applicant's name. It is the
applicant's responsibility to ensure that the Virginia Board receives the completed package.

EXAMINATION ON BOARD REGULATIONS & STATUTES

Applicants for licensure or certification are required to read and understand the Board for Architects, Professional Engineers, Land
Surveyors, Certified Interior Designers and Landscape Architects Regulations prior to applying for licensure or certification. Pursuant
to Regulation 18VAC10-20-85, all applicants for licensure or certification must achieve a passing score on a Board- supplied
examination pertaining to the Board's regulations and relevant statutes. Once the application is received by the Board office, the
examination will be forwarded to the applicant and must be completed and returned for scoring. Applicants will only be notified if
they did not achieve a passing score on this examination.

Applicants from a non-English
speaking country or a country where the primary language is not English, who have not graduated from a college or university in
which English is the language of instruction, shall submit to the Board a TOEFL iBT (Test of English as a Foreign Language) score
report that reflects a score acceptable to the Board. A score of 20 or better is required in each exam category. Score reports shall
not be more than two years old at the time of application.
