Tattooing may cause allergic reactions in persons sensitive to dyes or the metals used in ornamentation. 
Tattooing may involve discomfort or pain for which appropriate anesthesia cannot be legally made available by the 
person performing the tattooing unless such person holds the appropriate license from a Virginia health regulatory 
board.
